Living cost in Yogyakarta is relatively cheaper
than other big cities in Indonesia. A student
may expend IDR 1.500.000 - 2.500.000 per
month (approximately USD 100 - 200 month)
for meals, clothing, and daily expenses;
exclude housing expenses.

Information of additional cost will be
informed individually once the student
received the Letter of Offer after the
admission process is made.

As per December 2021, there are a few
payment details that shall be completed by
international students namely e-Visa, Visa
Authorization, Limited Stay Permit (ITAS) and
Multiple Exit Re-Entry Permit (MERP), and
Administration Fee. The e-Visa is billed in USD
by the Government, therefore the exact
amount depends on the day of the Letter of
Offer issuance. Therefore, we could only give
the approximate amount of fee that will be
billed to students:

6 months = USD 350
1 year = USD 450
2 years = USD 600
