The Olympic capital
Unique in the world, the Olympic 
Museum is one of Lausanne’s main 
attractions. Each of its three levels is 
dedicated to a particular aspect of 
modern Olympism.

Housing
Studios and rooms in shared apart-
ments are available in university resi-
dences in the city centre or on cam-
pus. The rent costs around CHF 700 
per month depending on the type 
of accommodation and the location. 
Priority is given to incoming exchange 
students from overseas, then from 
Europe. Send your application before 
the deadline!
Private housing is also available, but it 
is currently difficult to find accommo-
dation in Lausanne. 

Cost of living
A budget of around CHF 2,000 per 
month is recommended to live in 
Lausanne:
• Food and living expenses: 850 to 

900
• Accommodation (without utilities): 

600 to 800
• Health and accident insurance: 150 

to 300
• Books and course material: 100 to 

150

Working in Switzerland
Students with a B or L permit, holding 
a valid residence permit, and enrolled 
with UNIL can work part-time during 
term time and full-time during the holi-
days. Please note that non-EU citizens 
must wait 6 months from their arrival 
in Switzerland before getting a job.
