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This course selects several heated topics, and applies Task-based Language Teaching
method to improve students’ spoken competency, and to guide students to express with
some depth of thinking. It is designed for overseas students who have mastered 4500
words or have achieved New HSK level 6.

‘Ten level Chinese Social Focus’(level 10) will be used as the textbook. There are 8
lessons and 159 new words in total. Each lesson is composed of 4 parts: (1)Warm-up,
(2)Topic Background, (3)Conversation, (4)Exercises & Activities. The Exercises &
Activities part contains around 28-40 exercises each lesson.
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This stage belongs to the second circulating levels of advanced reading, requiring that our foreign
students should have at least got the New HSK 6 level and grasp at least 4500 words. The texts mainly
come from the news or comments from a variety of media. The reading skills will mainly make the students
find out the key words, key words, sum up the content, from the understanding of written words and format
to the analysis summary paragraph, until the overall grasp of the article. Each text has two or three articles
and around a special topic. We hope our students will gradually develop reading skills, improve reading

level and deepen the understanding of contemporary China.
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Note: The arrangements are subject to the changes.
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This course is designed for learners who want to understand standard Chinese news on the topics
of society, environment, consumption and sports. The materials are at the speed of
200~240word/min. Learners can have more insights into Chinese society and culture by the means of
listening news. They can also familiarize with the speed, structures and vocabularies of news.
Learners are expected to learn news in an integrated way, which means they can express their
opinions after listening and dictate the news to learn new words and details. In addition, real time
audio and video news are included in this course.

Course policies:

Attendance: is mandatory. Over 1/3 of absence will result in disqualification in final examine.
Absence with doctor’s written proof will be exempted. Anyone who is late for more than 15
minutes or leave 15 minutes earlier will be regarded as one period absent.

Class Participation: All students are expected to participate actively in class activities every day.

Class performance includes students’ participation in discussions, interactions between teachers
and students.

Homework: News dictation once a week. You are required to hand in the homework on time.
Late ( for only one day) or incomplete homework will result in poor daily performance.

Final Exam: Final exam covers what you have learned in this semester as well as the new
materials designed to test your listening competence.

Course Schedule
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This is an advanced intensive reading course for foreign students who have learned
5000 Chinese words. It aims to help students expand their Chinese vocabulary and
sentence patterns and develop their proficiencies in using written Chinese.

The 9-week course has 8 units and one exam in the 9th week. Each unit is composed of
one 2100-character text, approximately 75 new words, 10 important words, 5 grammar
items, 4 idioms or cultural items and about 110 exercises.
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
